Gift Box Of Treats...
Designed by Jean-mic Perrine of Perrine and Birch Architects, the Box Building at 918 Hay Street repre-
sents a totally new design concept for inner city living. The site first came to Mr. Perrine’s attention over 10
years ago, and he purchased it two years ago. Mr. Perrine believes that the west end location is “signifi-
cant as Perth’s only people-friendly precinct with long term residential potential”, and so he designed both
the building exterior and interiors as a cohesive whole, that he hopes will become a landmark complex.

The integrated philosophy behind the Box Building is based on simplicity, elegance and permanence of
style, its name, Mr. Perrine explained, reflects his belief that “simple things done beautifully, are a work of
art in themselves”.

Mr. Perrine believes that the Box Building is the only Perth complex specially planned for the permanent
city dweller rather than the investor. He freely admits it has been “designed for the discerning city resident
who is affluent, has travelled extensively, understands art and contemporary thinking, and is willing to pay
for a home that is fundamentally different from any other Perth residence.

“The function, quality, style, soundproofing, space, luxury, car parking... have all been considered along
with lifestyle choices of those who prefer inner city living. Entertaining has been well provided for with large
dining and living areas, generous balconies and substantial soundproofing,” he explained.

The architecture is classic contemporary and embodies the essence of inner city living often found in Milan
and New York. The historical facade (from the Mortlock car dealer’s building) has been maintained and
refurbished, while the building behind it was demolished. The new west end complex has eleven floors and
will incorporate a public cocktail bar and bistro at ground level. A choice of thirty single level 2, 3 and 4
bedroom apartments have been designed with sizes ranging from 90 to 130 sq m (not including the
terrace). Larger apartments boast a gallery, kitchen and bar, 2 bathrooms and a terrace, and twenty one
apartments have already been sold. The final nine will be sold as ORO (meaning ‘gold’) living units.
Residents will benefit from an exclusive health club and pool on the third floor and a dedicated parking bay
for each apartment.

“The architect’s absolute passion about a new way of living in the city that is the impetus behind the Box
Building. It is that desire which as provided the real edge with the building,” explained Marc Drexel,
Director of Asset Special Projects, marketers of the Box Building.

Mr. Drexel believes that location is a huge part of the Box Building’s appeal, because of what else is
happening in that area of the city and also the historical building streetscape that already exists. “A new
park will be diagonally opposite the building and a new hotel is being built across the road”. In fact, Jean-
mic Perrine calls it the Paris end of Perth.
